Cancer: 

· Detection rates of cancer through GPs, national screening programmes or by hospital specialists

NHS Trafford is not currently performing as well as it should be in the following areas: 

Access to primary dental services. 
Question: What are we doing to improve this? 

Answer: Increasing access to dentists by making around 14,000 places available at five sites across the borough. 

Cardiovascular disease mortality rates. 
Question: What are we doing to improve this? 

Answer: Providing health checks for 40 - 74 years olds, running 'Healthy Hips and Hearts' classes for pensioners and providing a comprehensive 'quit smoking' service. 

Obesity among primary school age children. 

Question: What are we doing to improve this? 

Answer: Targeting families with young children in key areas to provide access in the community to healthy eating advice, cookery classes and exercise programmes. 

Proportion of carers receiving specialist service. 
Question: What are we doing to improve this? 

Answer: Taking part in a national pilot scheme to give carers health and wellbeing support by offering everything from basic health MOTs to full physical and mental health checks. 

Proportion of women who have seen a midwife or a maternity healthcare professional, for assessment of health and social care needs, risks and choices, by 12 completed weeks of pregnancy. 
Question: What are we doing to improve this? 

Answer: Reforming maternity care in the borough, where the midwife, as part of a Midwife-Led Unit, will be the first point of contact for pregnant women to ensure that assessment is made by 12-weeks.
